
Funds for community legal centres
COMMUNITY legal services
in Gladstone will share in $119
million from the State Govern-
ment over the next five years.

Gladstone is one of six re-
gion centres to receive the
funding.

Attorney-General and Min-
ister for Justice Yvette D’Ath

said the joint state and federal
funding would ensure ongoing
provision of quality legal help.
